Dear Family and Friends of Attack Company,

This will be the last newsletter you receive from
me as the Commander of Alpha Company. On 2
December 2009, at 1000hrs in the Fort Wainwright AHA,
I will pass the guidon to CPT John Kump. CPT Kump is
no stranger to the Legionaires, having served here just a
few years ago as a Platoon Leader and Company
Executive Officer in Bravo Company. I ask that you all
continue to show him the support and dedication to this
amazing Company that you have shown me over the past
21 months.

The missions we were given during our recent
deployment were extremely challenging, and could only
be accomplished by Soldiers who were focused on the
task at hand and highly motivated. The Soldiers of Attack
Company performed superbly, which is all the evidence I
need to know that our FRG was back here accomplishing
its mission, as well. By taking care of each other and each
other’s families, you were an integral part of our mission
and an often overlooked combat-multiplier. Come to
think of it, every time I briefed a Company Operations
Order and I covered the portion called “Task
Organization” (which lists the numbers and types of
forces available to the Commander), I should have
included the FRG and briefed their task and purpose to
remind us of the efforts going back home. It might have

We have already
begun preparations to get a jump on these processes, and
I have no doubt that Attack Company will accomplish its
garrison mission in the same outstanding fashion that it
did during the deployment. While the work weeks over
the next few months do promise to be labor intensive, I
will tell you that the Commanding General is dedicated
to protecting Arctic Family Time and the weekends.
Only in the direst of circumstances will Soldiers be asked
to work past 1500hrs on Fridays or over the weekends.

My next duty assighment will
be with the US Army Space and Missile Defense
