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MEMORANDUM FOR: USERS OF FORT WAINWRIGHT TRAINING FACILITIES

SUBJECT:  Standing Operations Procedures (SOP) for use of the NBC Training Facility.

1. PURPOSE: The purpose of the SOP is to provide guidance for the proper and safe operation of the NBC Training Facility by USARAK units, support units, and other agencies using this facility.

2. DESCRIPTION:  The NBC Training Facility consists of eight (8) stations, including a CS Chamber and is serviced with a warm-up building and latrine. 

3. REFERENCES: FM 3-100 and this SOP. 

4. MEDICAL REQUIREMENTS: Medical support is required to operate this facility. As a minimum the unit will have a Medic (91B) and an Aid Vehicle with oxygen.

5. EQUIPMENT REQUIREMENTS:

6. PERSONNEL REQUIREMENTS:

a. OIC: SGT or above (MOS. or school trained NBC qualified) 

b. Assistant Instructors (2EA)

c.   Medic (91B) 

7. PERSONNEL RESPONSIBILITIES:

a. The OIC is responsible for control and overall safe conduct on the facility.

b. One assistant instructor will be at the entrance to the chamber to control personnel entering the chamber. Only 10 individuals will be allowed in the chamber at a time. This assistant will also insure personnel are properly fitted with their protective mask before entering the chamber.

c. The other assistant instructor will be at the exit point of the chamber and control personnel leaving the chamber.

8. GENERAL: Unit commanders will ensure the following requirements are met before their unit uses this facility.

a. Scheduling: Units will schedule this facility through range control.

b. Occupation: Units will sign for and request an occupation time before using this facility.

c. Communication: Units must establish and maintain communication with Range Control throughout the duration of the exercise.

d. Safety Briefing: The OIC will brief all participants (on-site) prior to the start of  

the exercise. As a minimum, the briefing will include:

(1) An orientation of the facility layout.

(2) Unauthorized horseplay such as pushing, shoving, and racing will not be tolerated.

(3) Weapon and pyrotechnics restrictions.

e. Clearance: Upon completion of training unit will request a clearance inspection by Range Control. Any deficiencies to the buildings will be reported to the inspector.

9. SAFETY PROCEDURES FOR TRAINING SIMULANTS AND RIOT CONTROL AGENTS:

a. Safety Guidelines: AR 385-63 outlines the responsibilities for using smoke and CS agents in an NBC training area.

b. Health Records: a medic will screen the personnel records of the soldiers who are to be exposed to CS for respiratory conditions, including history of asthma, cardiac conditions, severe facial acne of active dermatitis, and females who may be pregnant. The medical officer records the findings in the individual record as profile information.

c. Eye Protection: Do not wear contact lenses when training with riot control agents. Severe irritation will occur if CS particles become trapped under contact lenses. Individuals requiring corrective lenses will wear prescription eyeglasses, with optical inserts fitted to the individuals protective mask  (IAW AR 40-63).

d. Dangerous Conditions: The OIC will ensure that the chemical training aids and riot control agents do not create conditions dangerous to life and property. Only CS Capsules with an improved generator will be used to charge the gas chamber. 

10. RESTRICTIONS:

a. No Privately Owned Vehicles (POV) are authorized on or around this facility

b. No open fires are allowed in or around the buildings.

c. No modifications of any kind may be made to the buildings. 

d. No open air CS will be used on this facility.
