	Transportation Terms

ATTEMPTED PICKUP AND/OR DELIVERY: 

The use of labor and/or vehicles to perform pickup or delivery of property at the member's residence, when ordered by the Personal Property Shipping Officer and service cannot be performed. 

  

CONTINENTAL UNITED STATES (CONUS): 

Includes all areas within the United States, excludes Hawaii and Alaska. 

  

DIRECT PROCUREMENT METHOD (DPM): 

A method of shipment in which the Government manages the shipment throughout. 

  

PERSONALLY PROCURED MOVES (PPM), formally termed Do-It-Yourself (DITY): 

An option allowing military members to move themselves when in receipt of PCS, separation, retirement, or TDY orders. 

  

HOUSEHOLD GOODS: 

Furniture, furnishings, boats, or equipment; clothing; baggage; personal effects; professional books, papers, and equipments; and all other personal property associated with the home and person, as defined in the Joint Federal Regulations (JFTR). 

  

JOINT PERSONAL PROPERTY SHIPPING OFFICE (JPPSO): 

An activity staffed and operated by two or more military services, in support of all DOD members for movement of personal property, acquisition of transportation, storage, and related services within a specified area of responsibility. 

  

NET WEIGHT: 

The difference between the tare weight of the empty container(s) and the gross weight of the packed container(s). 

  

NONTEMPORARY STORAGE (NTS): 

The term applies to the service for long-term storage, other than storage-in-transit, of personal property at owner's or Government's expense. 

  

PERSONAL PROPERTY: 

Household goods, unaccompanied baggage, POV's, and mobile homes as defined in the JFTR. 

  

PERSONAL PROPERTY PROCESSING OFFICE: 

An activity (generally located on a military intallation) designated to provide a local point of contact for counseling and processing of applications and to forward completed applications to the responsible PPSO, or JPPSO. 

  

PERSONAL PROPERTY SHIPPING OFFICE (PPSO): 

An activity (located on a military installation) designated to provide traffic management, counseling, and application processing within designated area of responsibility, which includes acquisition of transportation, storage, and related services. PPSO's may provide traffic management support for PPSO's with the assigned area or be supported for specific functions by a Central Booking Office/Agency, as applicable. 

  

PORT OF EMBARKATION/DEBARKATION: 

  

a. OCEAN (WPOE/WPOD): 

Includes dock wharf, pier, or both at which cargo is loaded aboard a ship or is discharged from a ship, including the carrier's port terminal facility or warehouse serving the port. 

  

b. AERIAL (APOE/APOD): 

Includes AMC facilities for loading, unloading, and handling of shipments, including the carrier's port terminal facility or warehouse serving the port. 

  

c. REQUIRED DELIVERY DATE (RDD): 

A specified calendar date on or before which the carrier agrees to offer the entire shipment of personal property for delivery to the member or member's agent at destination. If the RDD falls on a Saturday; Sunday; Foreign National, U.S. National, or state holiday, the RDD will be the following work day. 

  

STORAGE: 

  

a. TEMPORARY STORAGE (SIT): 

Storage in connection with a linehaul movement of personal property under a Government Bill of Lading or contract. Such storage is cumulative and may accrue at origin, in transit, at destination, or any combination thereof. 

  

b. NONTEMPORARY STORAGE (NTS): 

Storage that is not used in connection with a linehaul movement of household goods and is acquired under terms of Basic Ordering Agreement (BOA), entered into by the storage firm and the Government. 

  

CODES OF SERVICE: 

  

a. DOMESTIC MOTOR VAN (CODE 1): 

Movement of household goods in a motor van from origin residence in CONUS to destination residence in CONUS. 

  

b. DOMESTIC CONTAINER (CODE 2): 

Movement of household goods in containers from origin residence in CONUS to destination residence in CONUS. 

  

c. UNACCOMPANIED BAGGAGE: 

That portion of a member's prescribed weight allowance of household goods shipped separately from the major bulk of furniture. It is usually shipped by an expedited mode because it is needed immediately or soon after the member's arrival at destination for interim housekeeping pending arrival of major portion of the members property.
