The Ten Most Dangerous Intersections in the Fairbanks Area

Alaska Department of Transportation has compiled accident data and has determined which are the most dangerous intersections in the Fairbanks area. The intersections were ranked based the average amount of vehicle traffic at an intersection compared to the number of accidents that occur at that intersection. For example, an intersection with a low amount of vehicle traffic but disproportionate numbers accidents would rank high up the list. The intersections are listed below with the most dangerous first.

1.  Geist Road and Fairbanks Street.

2,  Cushman Street and 1st Avenue

3.  Richardson Highway and 5th (Mission) North Pole

4.  Lacey Street and 10th Avenue

5.  Cowles and Airport Way

6.  Airport Way and Noble Street

7.  Peger Road and Phillips Field Road

8. Farmers Loop and Taku Drive

9.  Geist Road and Johansen Expressway

10.  Johansen Expressway
