RSO On-Line Training

Access Instructions
After diligent effort the long anticipated on-line radiation safety course is finally here. The course was developed from the plan of instruction from the TACOM-RI Radiation Materials Handling class that TACOM-RI Safety taught for over 10 years.  The intended audience is for local and unit RSO’s who possess tritium fire control devices and chemical detection Equipment (CDE).  In addition, anyone who performs depot level maintenance on fire control devices containing tritium or chemical agent detectors/monitors are required to take this course per the licensee. The course will be managed by the TACOM-RI Safety Office and was installed on the AKO site linked to the Army Learning Management System (ALMS) Fort Eustis, VA.

The course will take approximately 2 days to complete and is pass/fail.  You can work at your own pace and have the flexibility to exit and re-enter the course to complete it. Upon successful completion of the course you will be able to print a certificate which becomes your proof of training if the licensee or the NRC were to request it. The course can be accessed in AKO by following these steps.

1.  Disable your pop-up blocker in your internet options and set your PC resolution to 1024 x 768.

2. Log into AKO using your CAC card. Go to the self service tab at the top and highlight “my training” then click on the “access ALMS icon”

3.  Click the "yes" button (May have to click several times) Under Current Enrollments (Right Side) - Click on “Add Learning Button”  

4.  Click on “Advanced Search” Button

5.  Type of paste in the title field, TACOM-RI Radiation Safety Course 2008

6.  Click on “Search for Learning Catalog” button then click on the “Register Button”

7.  Clock on the next button and launch content button (which is located at the bottom right)

8.  Read the instructions before you proceed

9.  Click on Radiation Safety Training 2008 (in results by Module block)

10.  Under Table of Contents click on Radiation Safety Training 2008

11.  Select YES to the website certification question.  This will take you directly to the course.
